ORDINANCE  598
AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO THE POLICIES AND REGULATIONS FOR THE ARGONIA RIVER PARK FOR THE CITY OF ARGONIA AND ANY PARTS THEREOF.  

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF ARGONIA, KANSAS:
Section 1: Reservations, Deposits and Cancellations
1) Reservations shall be received in written form or by phone call to the City Office and processed by city office employees for the Argonia River Park. 
a) All camping slots 1-31 will be by reservation only.  
b) If sewer is requested, they are given a slot with that utility if slot is available.
c) If a specific slot is requested, that slot is reserved if it is not already taken.
d) It shall be unnecessary for tents not requiring electricity to make a reservation.  Tent camping must be in the lower level or can be on a site that has reserved and is a guest of that camper.
e) Reservations are taken for tents requesting electricity if available.
f) Reservations will be documented on reservation schedule when a request is made either by e-mail or phone call.  Once a site has been reserved to an individual and the payment has been made to the City office or received from the drop box, that check number, credit card receipt or cash is written with reservation along with the receipt number from clerk’s receipt book for documentation that the site has been paid for.  If a payment is not received a phone call will be made to the person who made the reservation for payment.  If payment is not received, a reservation from that individual in the future will have to be pre-paid to be able to reserve.
g) Reservations for the next calendar year will not be taken until January 1 of each calendar year and reservations for the new calendar year will not be taken before that time.
2) Deposits are required for the following:
a) Large groups requesting 5 or more slots, when available.
i) Large groups (5 slots or more) shall pay a deposit of $100.00 to hold their reservation.
ii) City office employee shall deposit a check of $100.00 until the group’s arrival.  If for any reason, any of the reserved 5 slots or more are cancelled a refund of the $100.00 will not be returned if the cancellation is not 30 days prior to the stay.  Person making the reservations for these slots will receive back $100.00 check after all campers in the reserved sites have paid for the reservation in full.
iii) During the stay at the park, individual campers within the group shall be responsible to pay for their individual slot in accordance with Section 3. If an individual camper fails to pay for their slot, the person who reserved the group slots shall be responsible for payment of the individual’s slot.  
iv) If a large group makes reservations and cancels more than two calendar years in a row, the City reserves the right to no longer take reservations for that group.
3) Cancellations applying to individuals or groups and are made in the following way:

a) Cancellations shall be made in writing at least one week in advance of arrival.

i) Entire deposit shall be refunded. 
b) Cancellations made in writing less than one week prior to arrival.

i) Forfeit entire deposit.
4) The shelter and deck can be reserved as follows:

a) Any shelter or shelter and deck shall be reserved individually for $25.00 per day.  All reservations for shelters must be paid in full before reservation of the shelter will be reserved.
Section 2: Daily Census and Collection of fees.
1) Daily census shall be completed by the camp host in the following manner: 
a) Daily log sheet shall be completed with date, state tag number, and site number of a tent, camper or RV and the site number stayed on. 
i) A check mark shall be placed in the column for days stayed.
ii) A check mark shall be placed in the column for utilities connected.
b) When camp host is gone or unavailable, city maintenance crew shall take responsibility of daily census.
2) Payment envelopes located by the lock box shall be filled out by campers; money for stay shall be deposited in envelope, sealed and placed in lock box.  Name and address need to be on the envelope to ensure the camp site is properly marked paid for the correct camp site.
Section 3: Fees and Non-payment
1) The following fees shall apply for the Argonia River Park:

a) Camping sites with water, electricity and sewer shall be charged $25.00 per night.  
b) Camping slots with water and electricity only shall be charged $20.00 per night.
c) Tent camping without electricity shall be charged $10.00 per night.  If tent camping on a site using electricity, water and/or sewer fees shall apply as would a camper.
d) Monthly rates for Slots 1 thru 14 shall be charged $550.00 for 1 (one) calendar month consisting and Slots 15 thru 31 with water, electricity and some sewer shall be charged $450 for (one) calendar month.
a. Sewer dump station is available for sites that don’t pay for sewer to dump the septic for $5.00 each time.
2) Non-payment of fees shall be handled in the following way:

a) It shall be unlawful for anyone to park a camper, RV or set up a tent and hook up to electricity, water or sewer and not pay for the nights stayed.

b) If no payment or contact has been made by a person who has had a camper, RV or tent on a site for 5 days from the first day of arrival at the River park the city will proceed with the following actions:

i) If no phone number is available, Clerk will have the Argonia Police Department run the tag number on camper, 5th wheel or RV to find contact person. Clerk will then attempt contact by phone.
ii) Camper shall be asked to move the camper, 5th wheel or RV immediately.
iii) City Maintenance will put a 24hr notice on camper, 5th wheel or RV, if no contact is made the camper, 5th wheel or RV will be disconnected from utilities and moved.

iv) The City of Argonia and/or City Maintenance crew shall not be responsible for any damages incurred to the camper, 5th wheel or RV, or to any other vehicle or item of personal property during the removal process or for damage during storage for unpaid fees.
(1) A removal fee of $50.00 shall be assessed to the owner of camper, 5th wheel or RV.
(2) A storage fee of $25.00 per day shall be assessed to the owner of camper, 5th wheel or RV.

(3) All fees plus past due amount must be paid before owner of camper is able remove the camper, RV or 5th wheel from City property.
Section 4: Rules of Argonia River Park  

1) It shall be unlawful for anyone to ride any all terrain vehicles anywhere in the park.
2) It shall be unlawful for anyone to discharge a firearm within the River Park area.
3) It shall be unlawful for anyone to drive off of the designated roads established at the River Park.
4) It shall be unlawful for anyone to allow a dog to be off of a leash while at the River Park.  All City Ordinances pertaining to dog(s) or cat(s) must follow the guidelines of the City Ordinance.  Any visiting members of the River Park must tag their animal(s) for staying longer than 30 days.
5) All owners of dog(s) or cat(s) must pick up waste from the animal to preserve the River Park Grounds.
6) It shall be unlawful to place any structure around a campsite.  No dog kennels or pens, no building of any kind of deck that is not attached to the camper or RV or any such structure that is not approved by the City Clerk or Governing Body.
7) It shall be unlawful to enclose an open-sided shelter with any type of material such as a tarp, netting or sheet, etc.
8) It shall be unlawful for anyone to litter while at the River Park.  All trash or litter (including animal feces) generated during use of the River Park must be disposed of properly.  Trash/litter generated outside of the park property MAY NOT be disposed of on park grounds.
9) River Park property shall not be damaged, defaced or destroyed.  The City has the right to charge the cost of repair or replacement to the person(s) who caused the damage, defacement or destruction of any property within the River Park area.
10) Trees within the River Park area shall not be trimmed, cut, or destroyed without the express written permission of the City of Argonia Governing Body.

11) It shall be unlawful for anyone to have a fire outside of the designated fire rings while at the River Park.
12) It shall be unlawful to have any fireworks of any kind on the premises of the River Park.
13) It shall be unlawful for anyone to place any appliances such as refrigerators, deep freezes or washer and dryers outside of the camper or RV.
14) Any reserved sites longer than two weeks shall mow area around their campsite or weed eat if necessary.  If the reserved site does not have the capabilities to mow and weed eat around their camper, the site must be clear of chairs, grills, personal belongings so that the City Maintenance Crew are able to groom the area.  The City of Argonia is not responsible for any damage done when mowing around the campsite.
15) River Park shall be patrolled by the Argonia Police Department.
16) All City ordinances shall apply to the River Park.
17) A camper, RV or tent cannot leave their campsite unattended for more than 24 consecutive hours without providing written notice to the Park Supervisor or City Office.
18) Quiet Hours shall be established as follows:
a) From 10:00 p.m. till 8:00 a.m. the next morning.
19) Generators shall not be allowed except for the following times:
a) Holidays or events as listed:
i) Argonia Days
ii) Memorial Weekend
iii) Kloud Buster events
iv) 4th of July
v) Labor Day weekend
vi) Argonia Street Drag Races and Car Show

b) Special circumstance weekends as deemed necessary by the Governing Body and/or City Clerk in advance.
20) Fines for the above shall be not less than $50.00 per incident plus court costs of $95.00 shall be assessed for violation of any provision of Section 4 above.
Section 5: Winter Months 
At the Governing Body’s discretion, it will be decided during late summer if the River Park Camp grounds will stay open or closed during the winter months.  If the Governing Body decides to close the park. those dates will be November 1st through March 1st, weather permitting.  Due to long term campers that may want to continue to reside at the River Park the City may make the decision to certain sites open.  These sites will have heat tape on the facet and it will be the River Park Camper’s responsibility to make sure their hoses are lined with heat tape or have a heated hose to be able to connect to the water.  City crews or camp host can make a camper disconnect their hoses if refusing to following the heat tape rule.  
Section 6: Effective Date
This ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after its publication (summary) in the Official City Newspaper.
