· POLICE – Officer Schiller was not present at the Council meeting but Pierce did present a new method of a courteous door hanger for Ordinance violations that the officers can give to the person(s) or a business that is in a code violation to give them a 10-day period to correct the ordinance violation.  If in the 10-days the violation is not corrected then a certified letter will be issued.  Council agreed to start using the door hangers as a courtesy notice.
· MAINTENANCE – Callaway informed Council of his attendance for taking the certified water operator test.  He is waiting on results and will update the council with his results.  He let Council know that the trac hoe has been delivered today 8/5/2024 and should complete the removal of the sludge from the lagoons within the week.
