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June 3rd, 2024: Regular Council Meeting 

The Argonia City Council met in regular session at 6:00 p.m. on June 3rd, 2024 at Argonia City Hall.  

Roll call was taken:  Those present were Mayor Rick Dolley, Council members Scott Jones, Terina McCurley and Wayne Peterson.  Not present were Felisha Noland and Casey Love.

Also present at the meeting were:  Tara Pierce-City Clerk, Jake Callaway-Maintenance Supervisor, Bob Almanza-City Attorney and Carna M. Yipe.

Mayor Dolley determined a Quorum was present and called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Motion by Jones, seconded by Peterson to accept the June agenda as presented.  Motion carried 3-0. 
· Minutes
May meeting minutes were presented. Jones made a motion, seconded by McCurley to approve the regular meeting minutes as presented.  Motion carried 3-0.	
· Bills
May bills were presented.  Jones made a motion, Peterson seconded to approve May bills in the amount of $49,943.18 as presented.  Motion carried 3-0. 

OPEN FORUM –  Carna M. Yipe asked Council to remove assessed taxes for the trailer that was demolished in 2019 from the Sumner County Tax Roles.  The amount that was assessed was $2,482.27.  She asked Council if she could make payment arrangements in the amount $1,000.00 in payments to the City to re-coop some of the assessed taxes instead of letting her property go to the tax auction later this summer.  No motion to accept any tax relief from the City, however, Clerk Pierce will gather all information needed and then the Council will meet at the next meeting to discuss if the City will remove the assessment or leave the assessment on the tax rolls.

· FIRE – None 
· POLICE REPORT -  Schiller gave May police report.  Schiller had several reports of trespassing, vandalisms, marijuana grow investigation and removal and thefts.
	Motion by McCurley, seconded by Peterson to enter into executive session at 6:30 p.m. for 10 minutes for consultation with an attorney on matters that would be deemed privileged in an attorney-client relationship with Pierce and Attorney Bob Almanza to remain.  Motion carried 3-0.   Council came out of executive session at 6:40 p.m. stating no binding action taken.
	Motion by McCurley, seconded by Peterson to enter into executive session at 6:40 p.m. for 10 minutes for consultation with an attorney on matters that would be deemed privileged in an attorney-client relationship with Pierce, Chief Schiller and Attorney Bob Almanza to remain.  Motion carried 3-0.   Council came out of executive session at 6:50 p.m. stating no binding action taken.

· MAINTENANCE – Callaway got quotes for the long reach excavator.  The best rate he found was through Foley-Cat for $5,971.82 plus delivery and fees.  The City can cover the liability insurance or chose to use the insurance offered by Foley.  Pierce will check to see what the City’s insurance will cost for the liability insurance or if the policy offered by Foley would be better.  Motion by  McCurley, seconded by Peterson to rent the long reach excavator and bucket for the use of cleaning out the sewer lagoons and not to exceed a total of $8,000.00.  Motion carried 3-0.  Callaway discussed well #6.  Due to the overheating in the summer months a building with air-conditioning is needed to protect the well from the sun and dust from the adjacent field.  An electrical pole will need to be moved in order for a building to fit over the well electrical system.  The pole will be moved by Wheatland Electric for no cost.  Giesen Electric presented a quote in the amount of $2,200.00 to reconnect the power from the electric pole to the electrical box.  Jones made a motion to approve the quote from Giesen Electric, seconded by McCurley.  Motion carried 3-0.  Callaway updated Council on the awaiting Filter Media quote for the water treatment plant.  Callaway updated Council on an updated date for the water test in Lawrence, Ks at the end of July.  Motion by McCurley, seconded by Peterson to allow Callaway to attend the conference and take the water test along with the rental of a room and not to exceed $500.00.  Motion carried 3-0.

	Motion by Jones, seconded by Peterson to enter into executive session at 7:25 p.m. to discuss non-elected personnel for 25 minutes with Jake Callaway and Tara Pierce to remain.  Motion carried 3-0.  Council came out of executive session at 7:50 stating no binding action taken.  Motion by Jones, seconded by Peterson to give raises as discussed. Motion carried 3-0.

	Motion by McCurley, seconded by Jones to enter into executive session at 7:50 p.m. with Callaway to remain to discuss non-elected personnel for 50 minutes.  Motion carried 3-0.  Council came out of executive session at 8:40 p.m. stating no binding action taken. 

	Motion by McCurley, seconded by Jones to enter into executive session at 8:40 p.m. for 35 minutes with Callaway to remain to discuss non-elected personnel.  Motion carried 3-0.  Council came out of executive session at 9:15 p.m. stating no binding action taken.

	
	Motion by McCurley, seconded by Jones to enter into executive session at 9:15 p.m. for 35 minutes with Callaway and Pierce to remain to discuss non-elected personnel.  Motion carried 3-0.  Council came out of executive session at 9:50 p.m. stating no binding action taken.

	Motion by McCurley, seconded by Jones to enter into executive session at 9:50 p.m. for 5 minutes with Callaway to remain to discuss non-elected personnel.  Motion carried 3-0.  Council came out of executive session at 9:55 p.m. stating no binding action taken.

· CLERK – Pierce presented a software agreement with Integrated Controls for the Water Treatment Plant Software Support through AVEVA.  Motion by McCurley, seconded by Peterson to approve the agreement in the amount of $923.00.  Motion carried 3-0.  Pierce Pierce presented bills that came in after the end of month deadline.  The following bills were presented.  D. Gerber - $550.00, TS News - $535.00, TS News - $483.00, Sumner County Economic Development - $885.20, Eck Services - $530.00, MKC – 694.00,  Kansas One-Call - $4.80.  Motion by McCurley, seconded by Peterson to pay all the bills as presented.  Motion carried 3-0.   Pierce presented a request by Scott & Rita Figg to be reimbursed for a 6 ft picnic table for the River Park in the amount of $254.98.  Motion by Jones, seconded by McCurley to approve the reimbursement as presented.  Motion carried 3-0.  Pierce presented two CD’s for the Gas Fund that were at maturity.  Those CD’s are on a 15 month maturity date.  If those two CD’s are left as separate CD’s they would remain at a lower interest rate.  If we would combine the two $5,000.00 CD’s into one $10,000 CD we could get it at a 9 month maturity rate at a higher interest rate.  Motion by Jones, seconded by Peterson to roll the two CD’s into one CD as presented.  Motion carried 3-0.    Pierce told Council that the Argonia Avenue of Flags has requested to re-carpet the steps to the Community Building and for Gaston’s of Wellington, Ks. to do the work.  The Argonia Avenue of Flags gave a check to Gaston’s in the amount of $735.00.  The Avenue of Flags did not request any reimbursement for the work being done, however, the City Council agreed that a reimbursement of $300.00 could be given.  McCurley made the motion to reimburse the Avenue of Flags the $300.00, seconded by Peterson.  Motion carried 3-0.
